The HPCBD Alliance was incorporated in 2008 as a not-for-profit
partnership between the City of Highland Park, the Highland Park Chamber
of Commerce and the downtown Property Owners’ Association. Dedicated to
promoting downtown Highland Park as a regional destination for shopping,
dining and entertainment, it is funded by a Special Service Area property tax
that expires in 2011 unless re-authorized by the Highland Park City Council.

The Alliance Marketing Committee has been working since May to
develop a brand identity that will attract visitors and to distinguish
downtown Highland Park from other regional shopping areas and expects
to launch an interactive website this Fall featuring downtown businesses
and events.
